Dear First-year Medical Student,

Congratulations on your admission to the University of Louisville School of Medicine!  The Class of 2010 welcomes you and looks forward to becoming your colleagues.  Our class has prepared a list of recommended supplies that will help you successfully complete your first year.  We are making arrangements for the pre-ordered items to be available to you prior to the first day of classes.  In addition, we have enclosed an order form and letter from Gray’s Bookstore that will allow you to pre-order your textbooks.  

We have also put together a website where you can read student textbook reviews, view samples of the Student Gross Notes and place your orders online: <http://www.cardinaldocs2010.com/2011>. 

Additionally, please read about the following items and return the attached form and enclosed Gray’s Bookstore form to place your orders.  Your order MUST be received NO LATER than WEDNESDAY, JULY 11.   

· Scrubs – For Gross Anatomy and Neuroscience Labs it is necessary to wear scrubs.  These will be “ceil blue” surgical scrubs that are made from a thick material.  Two (2) pairs of scrubs are recommended.  You may also want to devote an old pair of athletic shoes to be worn in lab.  Cost: $20 per set (top and bottom)

· Gloves – The University requires that gloves be worn during Gross Anatomy and Neuroscience labs.  Nitrile gloves are available for purchase and keep the smell of embalming fluid off your hands better than latex gloves.  Two (2) boxes of gloves should be sufficient for labs and outside the classroom studying.  Cost: $10 for a box of 100 gloves

· Lab Coats – These optional white lab coats are similar to what many professors wear into lab.  They have five pockets that can be used to keep track of tools and other materials.  They are also helpful for the many days when the gross anatomy lab is uncomfortably cool.  They are not required, but many students expressed their desire to have them available last year.  Cost: $35 per coat

· Gross Notes and Test File DVD – Gross Notes are student prepared and edited notes for each lecture of Gross Anatomy and Embryology.  This is a valuable study tool for both classes.  The Test File DVD contains organized files for old exams, quizzes, and other study materials for each first year class.  These are available for pre-ordering from Gray’s Bookstore and will also be sold all throughout Orientation week.

· Instruments – Welch-Allyn instruments and Littman stethoscopes will be available to view and order during orientation week.  They will be sold at much cheaper prices than if bought directly from the company or at a bookstore.  A complete list of instruments available for purchase – including stethoscopes, otoscopes/ophthalmoscopes, reflex hammers, etc. - will be available during orientation week.  It is necessary to have a stethoscope; however, the other equipment is optional and depends on your preferences.  We suggest that you talk to members of the Class of 2010 during orientation week for their opinions.

· Dissecting Kits – You will need to purchase instruments for Gross Anatomy and Neuroscience labs, such as scalpels, probes, and hemostats.  We have worked closely with Gray’s to put together a useful kit based on the most popular and useful models of tools which is available for pre-order from Gray’s and will be sold at school during Orientation week.  

· UofL School of Medicine merchandise, such as travel coffee mugs and golf umbrellas, will be available for purchase at the White Coat Ceremony.

Students who pre-order the Student Gross Notes will receive a free U of L School of Medicine T-shirt compliments of the Class of 2010.

Please fill out the form below and return it to me along with a check made payable to “Class of 2010” OR place your order online (using any major credit card) no later than Wednesday, July 11th.  Scrubs, gloves, and lab coats must be paid for when ordered.  All merchandise being ordered through Gray’s Bookstore will be paid for on pick up.
